Thank you for your letter of 26 March 2012 asking the European Parliament COSAC
Delegation, as well as the other Parliament Members of the Troika, to consider the
request of Ms Ine M. Eriksen Sereide, Chair of the European Consultative Committee
of the Norwegian Parliament (Sfortinget) to participate in the next COSAC plenary
meeting to be held on 22-24 April in Copenhagen.

As per the current COSAC Rules of Procedure article 3.3, and in conformity with the
established practice, the COSAC Presidency, following consultation with the
Presidential Troika, may invite a special guest if there is a close link between the
requesting country and the issues on the agenda.
